Commissioner Schremmer called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M.

Commissioner Kruckenberg moved to approve the agenda.

A. COUNTY CLERK'S OFFICE: Request for Approval - Added / Abated / Escaped / Refunded

Commissioner Schartz moved to approve the Listing of Added / Abated / Escaped / Refunded Taxes for
2014 as presented by the County Clerk and reviewed by the County Appraiser and direct the Chairman to
sign on behalf of the Commission.
Commissioner Davis seconded the motion.
All voted aye. Motion passed.

B. PROCLAMATION 2015-10: National Crime Victims' Rights Week:
-In recognition of National Crime Victims' Rights Week, the County Attorney's Office has requested that
the Commission adopt Proclamation 2015-10, National Crime Victims' Rights Week. The week of April
19-25, 2015, has been selected to recognize crime victims and those who serve them in the community
and across the Nation.

Camila Komarek, Victim Advocate, said the County Attorney's Office prosecuted 478 Criminal,
approximately 1,200 Traffic, 78 Juvenile Offender, 151 Child in Need of Care, and 33 Care & Treatment
cases with 323 new victims in the year 2014. The Victim Advocate made 3,160 contacts to victims of
crime in Barton County. These contacts included crisis counseling, follow-up information to cases,
criminal justice support/advocacy, assistance in filing compensation claims, and telephone and postal
contact. So far in 2015, the County Attorney's Office is in the process of prosecuting 131 new criminal
and juvenile offender cases with 70 new victims and nearly 1,100 contacts have been made to victims of
c~:""'1ein Barton County. Komarek asked the Commission to adopt the proclamation.

'-'Commissioner Straub moved to adopt Proclamation 2015-10, National Crime Victims' Rights Week.
Commissioner Davis seconded the motion.

C. LANDFILL: Replacement of the Bomag 772 Compactor:
-The Landfill purchased a Bomag 772 to spread and compact waste in 2007 in the Municipal Solid Waste
Landfill. With over 14,000 hours, maintenance and repair costs exceed $30,000.00 per year on the unit.
As such, Landfill management obtained bids from qualified vendors for a replacement compactor.

Phil Hathcock, Solid Waste Director, said the current compactor is a 2007 year model with over 14,000
hours. The manufacturer does not offer a rebuild program. Repair costs have steadily risen to over
$30,000 per year. The following bids were received:

Berry Tractor $515,000 Bomag 772 compactor
Foley Equipment $666,975 Caterpillar 826K compactor

Hathcock said the rebuild program can save hundreds of thousands of dollars as opposed to replacing
the equipment every 8-10 years and noted Foley is a local company with easy accessibility to parts.
Keith Backman, Foley Equipment, said 12,000-18,000 hours is the rebuild zone. Backman said you can
only perform a "certified" rebuild once, but can perform a "power train" rebuild as often as necessary.

Commissioner Straub moved to purchase a 2015 Caterpillar 826K Refuse Compactor from Foley
Equipment for $666,975.00, which includes the trade-in of the 2007 Bomag 772RB refuse compactor.
The cost to be paid from the Solid Waste Fund, Equipment, Operating and Construction line, 140-68-
6190.

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D. lANDFill: Permit Modification Project:
-Solid Waste operates the Construction and Demolition (C&D) Landfill per Kansas Department of Health
and Environment regulations. The C&D Landfill has reached capacity of permitted airspace and a
permit modification is required to expand. SCS Engineers has provided a cost estimate to prepare the
KDHE required documents to complete the permit modification.

Phil Hathcock, Solid Waste Director, said upon completion of the permit modification, the C & D landfill
will be expanded to last another 10-15 years and the MSW landfill will be expanded to last another 30
years.

Commissioner Kruckenberg asked how often the landfill is inspected. Hathcock said KDHE visits every 6
months.

Commissioner Schartz moved to approve the SCS Engineers proposal to complete KDHE required
documentation for the permit modification of the Construction and Demolition Landfill. The cost,
estimated at no more than $149,500.00, to be paid from the Solid Waste Budget, Professional Services
line, 140-68-5475.
Commissioner Straub seconded the motion.
All voted aye. Motion passed.

E. SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT PLAN: Plan Revisions:
-Per KSA 65-3405, the Solid Waste Management Plan must be reviewed annually. The Barton County
Solid Waste Management Planning Committee reviewed the County's Plan and recommends certain
updates which included reformatting, census data updated, and waste volumes updated. If authorized,
t'- updates will be submitted to the Kansas Department of Health and Environment, Bureau of Waste
~Iagement.

Phil Hathcock, Solid Waste Director, asked for approval of the plan revisions.

Commissioner Straub moved to adopt the annual review and revisions to the 2015 Solid Waste
Management Plan as submitted by the Solid Waste Planning Committee and Mr. Phil Hathcock.
Commissioner Davis seconded the motion.
All voted aye. Motion passed.

WHEREAS, National Crime Victims' Rights Week, April 19-25,2015, is an opportune time to commit to
ensuring that all victims of crime-even those who are challenging to reach or serve-are offered
culturally and linguistically accessible and appropriate services in the aftermath of crime.
