taIPliance. The plan, in addition to naming Mr. Hathcock as the County’'s ADA Compliance Officer,
contains a grievance procedure for complaints.
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Phil Hathcock, County Administrator, said the Disabilities Act camé along in 1882 and identifies physical
obstacles in our facilities. This plan creates a complaint procedure and identifies methods for making
facilities accessible. :

The plan, in addition
to charging Matt Patzner, Human Resources/Financial Officer, with the responsibility for initiating and
monitoring Title VI activities, contains a complaint form. As a recipient of federal funds, it is suggested
that Barton County officially adopt the nondiscrimination agreement.

H. RESOLUTION 2018-20: Transfer of Funds, General Fund to Teen Court:

-The Commission generally approves a transfer of $3,000.00 from the Finance General Account of the
General Fund to Teen Court with the adoption of the budget. As there is no specific statute that allows
such a transfer, it can only be made via Resolution. 1t is noted that Teen Court is an intervention
program under Juvenile Services, providing a mechanism for holding youthful offenders accountable.

U Patzner, Financial Officer, presented details.
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Marissa Woodmansee said we had over 180 hours of community service by 12 offenders in the past 6
months, which is an example of giving back to the community.

. SPECIAL ALCOHOL FUNDING: 2018 Fund Distribution:

-Barton County has solicited applications for the distribution of Special Alcohol monies. The monies,
derived from the 10% gross receipts tax on the sale of liquor in private clubs, may be expended only for
the purchase, establishment, maintenance or expansion of services or programs whose principal purpose
is alcoholism and drug abuse prevention and education, alcohol and drug detoxification, intervention in
alcohol and drug abuse or treatment of persons who are alcoholics or drug abusers or are in danger of
becoming alcoholics or drug abusers. Following the last distribution, there is $8,514.88 available for
disbursement. Applications were accepted following a public announcement period.

Phil Hathcock, County Administrator, said they advertised until December 14" for applications and said
they received the following applications:

J. APPRAISER’S OFFICE: Computer Information Concepts (CIC) Appraisal Portal:

-Through its website, Barton County provides the public with a system for viewing certain open records. It
has been suggested that the current system be replaced with CIC’s Appraisal Portal. While the public
would still have access to certain information, services would be expanded for appraisers, bankers and
realtors. For a subscription fee, those legally able to access the information would have the ability to view
more detailed data and to run certain reports. The cost of the subscriptions would substantially offset the
annual fee.

Barb Esfeld, County Appraiser, said the current ORKA program is frequently down and unavailable to the
public. Esfeld said the new portal would allow the public to click on a map to find a parcel without having
to enter the address. The realtors can subscribe to use the enhanced portal. Esfeld said the initial costs
are $10,100 with subsequent years at $2,905 and noted the cost will be off-set by approximately 14 users
with a $500 fee for the first year and $200 per year in subsequent years. Esfeld said their office would no
longer have to field all the telephone calls telling them the state ORKA site is down and will save the
Appraiser’s Office a lot of time running reports. Esfeld also noted the portal would be connected to the
Treasurer's site allowing users can see taxes owed.

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Commissioner Straub moved to purchase the CIC Appraisal Portal. The initial cost of the service,
$10,1OQ.00, is to be paid from the Courthouse General Account of the General Fund, CIC Maintenance
Fees Line, 001-18-5476 and the cost to be offset by a first-year subscription fee of $500.00 as offered to

eligible users. Said fees to be deposited into the General Fund, Other Refunds and Reimbursements
Line, 001-00-4585.

K. ROAD AND BRIDGE: Purchase of a Tilt-Deck Trailer: ‘

-The Road and Bridge Department owns and operates two Bobcat Skid steer loaders that are used

regularly at job sites. In order to improve productivity, it is suggested that a tilt-deck trailer be purchased

to transport the equipment. After reviewing both new and used trailers, departmental administration

geclommends the purchase of a 82" x 22’ PJ (TJ) trailer with two 8,000 |b. axles from Sunflower Trailer
ales.

Darren Williams, County Works Director, said their department put 500 to 800hrs on each skid steer.
Williams said the proposed trailer has a pindie hitch and spare tire and can be pulled by any pickup to
transport the equipment. The Department researched both new and used trailers. Williams said the
important features are tilt deck, (adds to use in hauling brooms or forklift) and cargo space for
accessories that attach to skid steers. - ' :

» Levi Morris, County Attorney Update: Stilt in the process of closing his practice. Today is 7" day on the
job. Job is two parts: Attorney and overseeing the office of the County Attorney. Will let the public
know the changes they are making. Going to change how they charge criminal cases and juvenile
offender cases. Filed 584 criminal cases and 94 juvenile offender cases for a total of 678 cases last
year. Previously took officers off the street to sign complaints. Change will save his staff about 7 days
per year. They puli officers off the street 28% days per year to sign complaints. County Attorney(s) can
sign complaints. Observed other counties doing it this way. Going to change how they do charging
decisions. Will save 35 days a year on wasted time. Trying to do as much as he can on administrative
side before he is buried in casework. Will provide future updates.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Barton County, Kansas, is committed to

FURTHER, that the 2018 General Fund allocation, as provided in Finance General in the _ar'n(;unt' of
Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00), shall be made upon adoption of this Resolution.
