Commissioner Straub moved to approve the listing of Added / Abated / Escaped and Refunded Taxes as
reviewed by the County Appraiser and presented by the County Clerk and direct the Chairman to sign on
behalf of the Commission.
Commissioner Schremmer seconded the motion.

B. INTERSECTION OF NORTH WASHINGTON AVENUE AND NORTH 30 ROAD:
-As the result of an accident at the intersection of North Washington Avenue and North 30 Road, the
Commission requested that County staff research potential safety improvements.

Barry McManaman, County Engineer, said showed photographs of the intersection where the fatality
accident occurred on April 17th McManaman explained it is currently a 2-way stop with rumble strips and
thing lights on the stop signs for easUwest traffic as well as stop ahead signs. North/south traffic has
i'le"passing zones and crossroad warning signs with a flashing yellow beacon. McManaman said there
have been two options discussed.

• Option 1 - leave it as a 2-way stop installing larger 36" stop ahead signs for east and westbound
traffic with larger 30", instead of 24", cross traffic does not stop signs underneath the stop signs.
Another improvement would be white stop lines.

• Option 2 - make it a 4-way stop adding 48" stop signs on Washington Avenue, placing a flashing
beacon, add all way stop signs, install 36" stop ahead signs and white stop lines at each approach
of the intersection as well as installing rumble strips on Washington for both north and south bound
traffic.

To bring awareness to the new signage, they would place orange flags for a few months to allow people
to get used to the changes. There was a TEAP study done in 2005 that did not recommend a 4-way stop.

Sheriff Bellendir said KSA 8-1528 allows a driver to continue past the actual stop sign to the intersection
line before stopping if there are no stop lines or crosswalk.

McManaman contacted KDOT for accident statistics for the last ten years at that intersection and noted
there have been fifteen accidents in the intersection plus two more (one at the entrance to All Seasons
and another that was an animal accident south of the intersection). Of those fifteen accidents only two
involved a northbound vehicle versus a westbound vehicle. '

• Commissioner Schremmer: Has driven through the area 3 times recently.
• Caltlyn Eakm: Travels through the intersection 8 times a day. Would like to see the speed limit

~hanged from 55 to 45 mph for all of Washington. Need the traffic to slow down. There are nine
I -ouses where you cannot turn around in the driveway and must back onto the roadway. Also has her
"-Ito year old m her vehicle. Rosewood Services is on North Washington and sees at least two clients

walking on the road, supervised, every week.

:-,.roily Bowyer: Dad farms on North Washington. Sterling changed the sp~ed limit on a road from 55

mph to 30 mph. Would like a stop line for eastbound traffic for best VISibility. , . .
• Becky Worn key: The only way to slow them down is a 4-way stop. People don t obey ~peed 1.lmlts.
• Randy Suchy: There are always accidents at that intersection. Ford County has stop signs with LED

lights, which makes them very noticeable... .
• Gary Ketch: Lives at 296 N. Washingtc:ln .. HIS house .ISwhere everyone begins to accelerate. Would

like white stop line and 45 mph speed limit for the entire road.. .
• Robert Hertel: Got scared to death when a car pulled out in front of him. The rumble stnps are four

power poles away from intersection, which is too far. Would like to see the trees gone as they are too
close to the road and should be further back about 20'. Asked why the trees are growing on top of the
gas line. .

• Greg Schenk: Offered condolences to the family of She~lee Stover as well as acknowledging the truck
driver involved in the accident. Lives at 298 North Washington and purchased the property 6 years ago.
Part of the reason they love the property is because of the natural privacy fence provided by the trees.
The trees do not extend onto the county easement. Keeps them trimmed back and prevents further
growth to the west. Mentioned a prominent citizen in Great Bend with property near a pair of
abandoned sand pits. The sand pits were a natural drainage for a flooding intersection in the city limits,
however when there is a heavy rain, the sand pits cannot consume the drainage and the property
floods. A simple solution to the city causes problems for the unsuspecting homeowner. In 2007, a
GBHS student was traveling westbound on Lakin with three of her friends. Distracted while talking to
someone in the back seat, she ran the stop sign at Morton. A weary man returning home from work had
to slam on his brakes to avoid the car. Schenk was the weary driver and his daughter was the driver of
the other vehicle. That night they had a lengthy discussion about distractions. Pam Schenk, a distant
relative was killed on South 281 Highway at the 5-mile black top when a semi ran the stop sign. Due to

L"'istractionsand negligence, there will never be an accident free road system. Does not want to see
mble strips installed in front of his neighbors properties as they moved there for the peace and

solitude. Measures could be installed that would benefit the travelers on North Washington, but not
impose a noisy roadway to his neighbors. Suggested reducing the speed to 45 mph all the way to NW
50 Rd, installing a reduced speed advisory sign of 35 mph at the intersection, solid white stop lines for
east and west bound traffic, installing missing rumble strips on west bound road and a larger "Traffic
does not stop" sign.

• Heather Weber: Mother of Shealee Stover, would personally like to see a 4-way stop. At least if one
person did not stop, the other driver would.

• Commissioner Davis: Need more information on LED signs and a larger "cross traffic does not stop".
• Barry McManaman: Will check into the LED sign. Looking at 30 x 24 signs, but can go to larger ones.
• Commissioner Davis: As a professional driver, learned to obey the laws of the road. Can't cure all the

people that break the law. .
• Commissioner Straub: Sterling has some new speed limit signs that really seem to do what they are

supposed to do. Doesn't want the commission to get in a hurry. Welcomed public input.
• Commissioner Schremmer: Willing to discuss. Close friend was killed at that intersection.
• Commissioner Schartz: It's a problem intersection. Matter of course to err on the side of caution. A 4-

way stop requires two people to fail to stop for there to be a serious accident. Her heart goes out to
. Mrs. Weber. Will be in favor of a 4-way stop .
• Caitiyn Eakin: Not opposed to a 4-way ~top, but opposed to installing rumble strips on Washington. In

2015, a study.was done on North Washington that showed 2,060 vehicles in a 24-hour period. That is
751,900 cars In a year. She hears all of that traffic in her home. Rumble strips would depreciate the
value of the homes in the area. Would like options other than the rumble strips explored.

• Greg Schenk: In response to Commissioner Schremmer saying he lost a close friend, Francis L. Stout,
father of Harold Stout was killed at this location in 1974 in a one-vehicle accident, south bound passing
a vehicle. The Intersection used to have a hump In the middle and Mr. Stout went airborne, lost control

(....,ld was crushed underneath the vehicle. It has been 44 years since there was a fatality accident at this

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tersection. There are other intersections with a higher accident rate and nobody is asking for stop
signs at those locations. Asked for consideration of the statistics before making decIsions ..

Commissioner Davis said he had a question he needs to ask. One of our motions is t~ study this matter
further and I think, this is another personal opinion, but I think if we put the white stop lines out there at
the east and west stop signs and maybe improve our signage somewhat a~d continue the enfo~cement
that Brian so graciously does out there and maybe decrease the speed limit to the north, leave It45 on
further north, Barry said we could go a couple hundred yards, maybe we could even go to the b~ldge up
there and I think if we could do that and study it a little bit before we make a decIsion to do the signs, that
would be my recommendation.

Of those, 84 were
removed prior to filing. There are currently eleven on a payment plan, with one being paid off already.
